Happy Home Program

Happy Home program is a project in the rehabilitation pattern in which the family participation is a must.  There will be constant interaction with the parent to solve the family problems. The intent is to work for the progress of family health, mental health, financial health and spiritual health which can be improved through participation of parents. This improvement also will benefit child quicker.  There will be activities for parents, like saving $2.50 per month and depositing it with Orphanage bank accounts to increase the saving idea in the parent.
As of now a street parent ‘earn and spend’ and do not ‘save’. This should not be a pattern for child to follow in the long process. So in the Happy Home a parent earn, save Rs. 100/- and spend.  This money will be used on a later stage to any educational expenses of child on parents behalf.  We hope by doing this exercise, the child also will get the message that once they grow up they also need to save.  

Happy Home Program will be supervised by Mr. Hitansu a qualified residential social worker. We also trust that this interaction will create long term interest in parent for the progress of their own child. 

The expenses are expected and we have a person who is now a full time residential social worker. Right now the salary is paid from the society fund ($225 per month) and there will be other very small incidental expenses which will be another $125 in a full year.
